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A Quick Guide to KnowUK
What is KnowUK?  KnowUK provides information for living and learning in the UK on politics, health, people, places, events, organisations, general knowledge etc.

 KnowUK gives you information taken from well-known and up-to-date books used by librarians.
How do I use it?

Search all of KnowUK - search every book in KnowUK 
· Type longest bridge in the box on the home page and click on the blue search button.  
Advanced Search – enables you to search in just one book and/or to control how KnowUK searches for information 
· Type world serpent in the box
· Click on the exact phrase option underneath
· Scroll down the list of books underneath and check the box next to Hutchinson Dictionary of World Mythology and then click on the blue search button.  
Browse All Publications – read whole books online
· Scroll down to the Rough Guide to England
· Click Browse Contents 
· Click on the + signs to expand the levels of the book

· Use the View next record in the blue bar on the left to read through the entire chapter
Search Dictionary and Thesaurus – look up words
· Type bibliophagist into the headword box
· Click Search
· This gives you the entry with the definition of your word. For longer entries such as this one for bibli-, click View full entry to see all definitions.
Local Information – find in-depth information on places in the UK
· Click on the North West on the map of the UK
· Then click on Windermere

·  The Windermere Local Information page includes a map, images, and a directory of links about the place, as well as a search enabling you to find local services and facilities such as GPs and Schools.  

Life Events – get more information on the issues in your life
· Click on Birth and Childhood
· Then click on the Adoption Life Event

· This gives you a quick guide to the main issues facing potential adoptive parents and links to further reading, both from KnowUK and on relevant external web sites.

Remember!
· Only type in the most important words into the search box
· Don’t use AND or + in your search – KnowUK does this automatically.
· KnowUK is not case sensitive, Leeds and leeds will find the same results

· KnowUK has a spell checker 
· Your search words are highlighted in red in the search results.
